WWIII  WOLF AT THE DOOR
     In September, 2008, several of my neighbors asked about the deer 

population on my property.  My reply was, I had not seen very many 

deer in the neighborhood.

     In mid October, I was up at 4:30 AM.  I stepped outside just to take a

look at the livestock.  While standing near my front door, I caught some

movement about 75 yards away.  It was a timber wolf standing broad-

side, and he was looking back at me.  I stepped back into the house to 

get a gun, but he was long gone when I got back outside.  Over the 

years, I have seen black panther, cougar, bear, and other critters on or
near my property, but that was my first wild timber wolf.

     I discussed this with my friends and neighbors to get their response.

     Wild Bill informed me the law had been cruising our back roads 

looking for cattle thieves.

     Chris, a Michigan resident, drove to my place to buy a hound dog.  

He swore he saw a timber wolf along the highway some thirty miles 

from my home just a couple of days after my sighting.

     Larry, a cross country truck driver, was making a delivery to 

Antlers.  While visiting with the owner of the business, Larry mentioned 

my wolf sighting.  The owner admitted his son had seen a timber wolf 

just days ago while hunting deer from a tree stand with a sharp stick.

The kid was surprised to see a timber wolf.
     Some other friends have a cattle ranch in the Tatar Hills.  They 

admitted listening to timber wolves on or near their ranch.

     All of these sightings happened within a few days of each other.  The 

evidence is overwhelming!!  We now have timber wolves in the 

mountains of Southeast Oklahoma.

     Where did the wolves come from?  I do not think they walked in 

from Alaska, Canada, or Yellowstone National Park!!  Consequently, 

they must have been imported by the State Fish and Game Department 

of Oklahoma.

     Sure is nice to know we live in a democratic country where citizens 

should have a say on such matters.  However, the reality is we citizens

are just grunts for the government to use and abuse.  Wonder if the 

cattle ranchers will be compensated for their losses??
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
