WW III GUN CONTROL
     The democommies have traditionally voted against American gun 

rights.  Big government and big business know it is much easier to 

control unarmed slaves.

     The second amendment was ratified on December 15, 1791.  It states 

“A well regulated militia being necessary to the security of a free state, 

the right of the people to keep and bear arms, shall not be infringed.”

     On March 19, 2008, the national news announced the United States 

Supreme Court would hear a case on gun rights for the citizens of the 

United States.
