WW III: HARD TIME AHEAD
     During hard times, crimes like bank robbery and burglary generally 

go up.  Hard times were upon the nation, after the American war for 

independence against England.

     In 1789, the Articles of Confederation were replaced by our current

constitution.  The states adopted the new constitution partly due to a 

promise made by the new Federal government to assume the states 

debts due to the war.

     In 1791, Alexander Hamilton convinced Congress to pass a tax on 

alcohol and carriages.  The tax on whiskey ranged from 7 to 18 cents 

per gallon.  The farmers at the time used their extra grain to make 

whiskey.  Whiskey was used to trade for other goods.

     By 1794, farmers openly rebelled against the hated whiskey tax, and 

the people sent to collect the tax were beaten, threatened, or tarred and 

feathered.  In October 1794, George Washington lead a force of 12,950
men.  This force of men was militia from several states.  Washington 

directed his army to find the rebels who were responsible for this 

uprising.  Like the weapons of mass destruction, no rebels could be 

found.  By November 1794, less than 30 rebels were identified, and they 

were fined 5 to 15 shillings each.  The hated whiskey tax was repealed in 

1803.

     The 18th Amendment to the Constitution of the U.S. banned the  

manufacture, sale, or transportation of booze within the boundaries

of the United States.  This amendment was ratified on January 16, 
1919.  After a long sober second thought, the 18th amendment was 
repealed by the 21st amendment on December 5, 1933.

     During the great depression, many people lost their homes, and had 

to go hungry.  However, many of those same people managed to keep 

booze and cigarettes.

     During WW II, many citizens cultivated victory gardens to help with 

the war effort.  With oil prices shooting up to $90.00 per barrel, we will

again need to put in victory gardens.   Just about every product in this 
country is moved by a truck.  When gas prices go up, everything has to 
go up as well.  “There is no free lunch.”

     Certain members of Congress are currently pushing for free health 

care for low income children.  The illegal aliens in this country already 

have free health care.  The end result has been that hundreds of 

hospitals have shut down their emergency rooms at the hospitals.

However, have no fear; Congress has determined that by adding 

additional taxes to tobacco products, that can pay for free health care.
