WW III  SELF DEFENSE
     Now that the Supreme Court has decided the second amendment 

means what it says by a 5 to 4 vote, it would be appropriate to discuss 

weapons of self defense, and the reason for them.

     In June, a little old lady was murdered in her own home in Buffalo 

Valley.  A few months before that, three juveniles escaped from the 

juvenile detention center in Talihina.  Several of the guards were 

injured during the escape.  Road blocks were set up all around Talihina.

The last of the escapees was caught robbing a convenience store in 

Texas.

     The law enforcement of the city, county, and state cannot act until a 

crime has been committed, and by then it is often too late to help the 

victim.  Like the minutemen of the war for independence against jolly old

England, we should be prepared to defend ourselves and family.  Keep

your guns clean and available.

     While we do not suffer from the big city crime of Oklahoma City, 

Tulsa, Dallas, or Fort Smith, we still have crime.  In Oklahoma City, not 

a day goes by when they do not clean up a bloody mess from a killing or 

near fatal injury.

     Criminals do not normally try to rob armed peace officers.  Instead, 

criminals choose to rob the old, weak, crippled, and helpless citizen.  

The gun became the great equalizer.  Most criminals will choose the 

easy victim.  Do not allow yourself to become a victim.  

     A 22 caliber handgun looks as big as a 45 when it is pointed at your

face.  A 410 shotgun looks as big as a 12 gauge when it is pointed at you.

A single hit with a 22 is much better than a miss with a 45.

     Guns are expensive, but what price would you place on your safety 

or your life??

     The double action revolver has been the choice of most law 

enforcement agencies for over 100 years.  Numerous police departments

have recently switched over to the semiautomatic, but for the average

citizen the double action revolver remains the best choice.  Ruger, Smith

and Wesson, and Colt all make good revolvers.

     I am a firm believer in guns with exposed hammers.  The hammer 

can be seen with a quick glance, it is either cocked or not.  It is relatively 

easy to teach someone to cock the hammer, aim the gun, and squeeze the 

trigger.

     This system also works well with the single shot shotgun.  The 

shotgun single shot is a very reasonably priced weapon which can be 
used for hunting and defense.  If the revolver is too expensive for you, 

the shotgun is an excellent choice.  No matter what you choose, buy 

some ammo, get some instruction, and practice with your weapon.
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
